It is brought to your kind notice that following measures have been taken for pollution
control measures and environment :-

{1) After settling of fines in thickner it is being fed to hydro cyclone to recover
respective quality of fines and tailing is being fed to slime ponds for settling of fines. Overflow
water is being recycled back for coal washing purpose. Thus slurry generation is reduced to 50%.

However, during above period 22,200 te of slurry was disposed off in the form of sale
and recycling. 11,000 te. Slurry is shifted to designated place to provide further space for
excavation. An offer for disposal of 60,000 te. Slurry has already been sent to our H(). for
liquidation of slurry stock.

(2) The coal dust accumulation on road and nearby areas are regularly upkeeped. Water is
sprinkled before three crushing stages to suppress dust emission. Water tanker of the washery
sprinkled water 3/4 time in a day to suppress dust on the road.

(3) About 27,800 nos. of trees has already been planted in and around washery since
inception of the washery. About 1000 more saplings have been planted to suppress dust and keep
the environment clean as far as possible in this year.

(4) Total expenditure incurred during last financial vear 2008-09 is Rs.6.77,000/- . During
Jan’09 to June’09 total expenditure incurred is Rs.2,35,000/- approximately
